Terms from Slides Presentation
1. Declaration of Independence- a document written in 1776 by representatives of the thirteen colonies asserting their rights and independence from Great Britain
2. Constitution- the second and present form of government adopted by the United States of America in 1789
3. Slavery- the bondage and practice of ownership of another human being
4. Cotton Gin- invented by Eli Whitney in1789, it was the first mechanical means of separating the cotton from the cotton seeds
5. King Cotton- a popular expression of the time of the historical period when the export of cotton was the most valuable export in America

6. Plantation- a large agricultural estate typically using slave labor for the production of a cash crop (i.e. cotton)
7. Industrial Revolution- a period in American history when radical and rapid economic development occurred, mainly in the Northern states 
8. Yankee- individuals that lived in the Northern states, especially used for those people from New England
9. William Lloyd Garrison- one of the first of the American abolitionists, one of the founders of the American Anti-slavery Society and the Liberator newspaper
10. The Liberator- abolitionist newspaper that Garrison used to attack slavery
11. Prudence Crandall- a teacher that attempted to provide a free education to a black girl in her all girl school, which later was forced closed
12. William Seward- leading abolitionist, senator and member of Lincoln’s cabinet
13. Lucretia Mott- advocate of women’s rights and abolitionist’s movement
14. Sojourner Truth- former slave and “conductor” of the Underground Railroad
15. Grimke Sisters- feminists and social reformers of a slave-holding father that lectured and wrote against slavery throughout the North
16. Frederick Douglas- a former escaped slave that became a prominent speaker and writer against slavery
17. Underground Railroad- a term used to describe the method that hundreds of slaves escaped the South into the North and Canada
18. Liberty Party- a political party founded in 1839 with the goal to end slavery, later merged with the Free Soil Party in 1848
19. Free Soil Party- a political party founded in 1848 opposed to the extension of slavery into the new western territories consisting of anti-slavery members of the Whig Party and the old Liberty Party 
20. The North Star- an abolitionist newspaper founded by Frederick Douglas
21. Propaganda- material distributed by the advocates of a belief or doctrine
22. gag rule- a congressional method that prohibits the discussion or voting of a type of bill, used to prevent abolitionist’s bills
23. Spot Resolution- a bill presented by Congressman Abraham Lincoln of Illinois that questioned the justification of the war against Mexico
24. Manifest Destiny- the belief that Americans had a God given destiny to take over the entire North American continent
25. Wilmot Proviso- a bill presented by Congressman David Wilmot of Pennsylvania that would ban slavery from any lands taken from Mexico
26. California Gold Rush- the massive influx of gold seeking emigrants and immigrants after the discovery of gold at Sutter’s Mill
27. Compromise of 1820-the first congressional attempt to address the admission of free and slave states and the expansion of slavery into new territories
28. Fugitive Slave Act- a law that required the recovery of escaped slaves in Northern states
29. Compromise of 1850- a series of laws proposed by Henry Clay, that attempted to settle the various issues of slavery
30. Daniel Webster- Senator of Massachusetts and strong supporter of the Compromise of 1850 
31. Henry Clay- famous Whig senator that first proposed the bills that became the Compromise of 1850
32. Uncle Tom’s Cabin- a book that brought the plight of slaves and their efforts at escape to the national conscience
33. Harriet Beecher Stowe- an abolitionist and writer of uncle Tom’s Cabin  
34. Kansas-Nebraska Act- the law proposed by Stephen Douglas that incorporated the concept of popular sovereignty to the issue of deciding slavery in a territory
35. Popular Sovereignty- the idea that political authority belongs to the people
36. Stephen Douglas- the author of the Kansas-Nebraska Act and presidential candidate for the Northern Democrats
37. Charles Sumner- Senator of Massachusetts, strong supporter of the abolitionists, victim of the caning by Rep. Preston Brooks
38. Whig Party- a political party that supported a strong nation and expansion, that was destroyed by the slavery issue
39. Republican Party- a political party founded in 1854 with the goal to stop the spread of slavery, Lincoln was its first president
40. Democratic Party- a political party founded in the early 1800’s that was to be split along sectional lines due to the issue of slavery
41. Bleeding Kansas- the open warfare created by the Kansas-Nebraska Act between the pro and anti slavery settlers of Kansas
42. Beecher Bible- were rifles sent to anti-slavery settlers in Kansas by the Henry Ward Beecher  
43. John Brown- an abolitionist that used violence to end slavery
44. Filibusters- individuals that engaged in private, unauthorized and irregular warfare in South and Central America to expand slavery
45. Fire-eaters- pro-slavery southerners that supported secession from the union to preserve slavery in the South
46. Dred Scott Decision- a Supreme Court decision in 1857 that stated Black people were not citizens of the United States and, therefore, could not expect any protection from the federal government or the courts; the opinion also stated that Congress had no authority to ban slavery from a federal territory
47. Lincoln-Douglas Debates- were a series of formal political debates between Abraham Lincoln and Stephen A. Douglas during their senatorial campaign
48. John Brown’s Raid- a failed attempt by John Brown and some supporters to create a slave revolt by attacking the arsenal at Harper’s Ferry
49. Secession- the unconstitutional act of a state separating from the union
50. Crittenden Compromise- one of a number of failed last attempts to solve the issue of slavery and prevent disunion and/or war
51. Ft. Sumter- location of the first military engagement of the Civil War
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
